Summary

The basic theme of this paper is the controversial phenomenon of human nut-
rition, cannibalism, observed in the context of anthropological, sociological and
evolutionary theories. Human nutrition is an important factor of development of
societies. The distribution of foods essentially influenced the social hierarchy, where
meat was always a food that was reserved for higher layers of the population. Hu-
mans are omnivores, but the existence of their canine tooth indicates to carnivore
tendencies. Proteins played an important role in human evolution. Therefore, it is not
surprising that people in areas with a lack of animal foods practiced cannibalism,
which has been institutionalized in some places in the form of warrios and ritualistic
cannibalism. Although there are different levels of analysis of this phenomenon, this
paper focuses on the narrative dimension like European representation of canniba-
lism of the indigenous peoples in the New World and the mythology and folk tales
in which it is mentioned. At the end of the work, it is presented the potential
typology of the manifestation of cannibalism. This typology could be the subject of
further discussions, especially when it comes to defining pathological cannibalism.

REVIEW OF HUMAN CANNIBALISM

Summary: The aim of this paper is to present cannibalism through the etymology of
the name, mythological stories and forms of its manifestations. Although cannibalism is
documented and present in all regions of the world, from the period of homo erectus to the
modern age, there are not many scientific papers on this subject, especially if the amount of
record of cannibalism and the historical presentation and represenation of this phenomen.
The paper presents the etymology of the term, the European interpretation of cannibalism of
indigenous peoples and various cannibalistic descriptions from ancient mythology, folk
songs and legends. Throughout history, cannibalism has been an integral part of racist
stereotypes and the attribution of caniballistic characteristics to indigenous people of the
New World. The tribes of South America and other natives for centuries are victims of labe-
ling and false and distorted images of their cannibalistic practices, so special attention is paid
to this. After that, descriptions of cannibalistic motifs are presented, which are represented in
mythologies, legends, folk stories and poetry of different cultures. At the end of the paper, it
is shown a typology of the manifestation of cannibalism.
