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THE CONCEPT AND DEVELOPMENT OF
INTERNALAUTHORITY

Summary: The problems of relations of authority and power, authority and
violence, authority and security in today's world point to the need to continually
write about and discuss the authority. The paper proceeds from the ontological un-
derstanding of authority as a voluntary activity that is done because the actor be-
lieves the other person will watch their activity with approval. After that the results
of research on the relationship of authority and obedience are problematized, and the
question is raised about reasons for rejecting obedience. The difference of internal
and external authorities is introduced and then analysed the emergence and devel-
opment of the internal authority according to psychoanalytic theories. It turns out
that the internal authority is attached to the inner true being of man and is based on
caring for other people. Development of internal authority can set us free of coercion
of outside authorities and help in coping and fight against human destructiveness.

Keywords: internal authority, external authority, true self, obedience, respect.

Introduction

When we talk about authority, opposing directions in analysis and thinking
open up before us, from the relationship between authority and authoritarianism,
issues of delimitation of power and authority, issues of use and abuse of authority
and the like. The topicality of these issues is especially emphasized by the activities
of states and world institutions to protect the population from the pandemic caused
by the Covid-19 virus, although we have come across observations before that peo-
ple feel an increase in helplessness and fear due to the feeling that the ability of the
authorities to protect them from the increase of violence is endangered (Levy 2016).
Like previous observations that the sophisticated structure of groups (organizations,
institutions) was perceived as a loose creation that can easily disintegrate, and there-
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fore it was not surprising that warnings can often be heard that civilization was in
danger (Bion 1961). It is pointed out that we live in a time when a large number of
people are looking for strong people as leaders (e.g. Putin in Russia, Orban in Hun-
gary, Erdogan in Turkey), and little space is left to intellectuals in an atmosphere of
political authoritarianism (Frisch 2016). Either contemporary social culture is criti-
cized for being reluctant to be authoritative or to ascribe responsibility to another
(Blass 2016). An example that points to the problems with authoritarianism in to-
day's society are new forms of violence such as “happy slapping”, where mobile
phones are used to record violence against casualties and distribute videos. Perpetra-
tors of such violence do not interpret their behavior as violent. For example, young
adolescents after the rape say they were not violent because they did not beat the
victim (Levy 2016).

In this paper, we want to approach the problem of authority from a psycho-
logical and psychoanalytic point of view, in order to see the importance of authority
in the psychic world of the individual. To achieve the goal, we will first start from
the ontological understanding of authority, then we will show the importance of the
social environment through the relationship of authority and obedience, analyze the
difference between external and internal authority, give examples of it, and finally
ask about the origin of authority in human psyche.

Ontological understanding of authority

Osorio-Kupferblum (2015) considers it important to ontologically determine
authority in order to more clearly analyze the problem of authority in specific ap-
proaches. Therefore, we take her ontological understanding of authority as a starting
point for further analyzes. In the first step, it starts from the demarcation of the no-
tions of authority and power, because the similarity between the given notions can
lead to confusion.

Both power and authority concern an interpersonal relationship on the basis of
which the other person does something he would not otherwise do, which can create
confusion in distinguishing concepts. Power in human relations is associated with
force and coercion, while authority is possibly associated with persuasion and never
with coercion (Osorio-Kupferblum 2015). It follows that the action was initiated on
the basis of an authority of a voluntary nature.

The second step in understanding authority starts from the connection be-
tween the concept of authority and respect. Authority is often attributed to those
individuals who possess expert knowledge in a particular field and are therefore
trusted and their advice is followed. A person is said to have authority, and therefore
authority is often seen as someone's property. In other words, an action initiated on
the basis of authority stems from the belief that the person to whom we attribute
authority will view our action favorably

Taking these steps into account, Osorio-Kupferblum (2015, 227) defines au-
thority as follows: ” A person S1 has authority iff she makes another person S2 vol-
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unteer to do something she would not have done otherwise.” It follows from this
definition that authority is associated with respect (someone would approve of an
action) and that it is not associated with power (a person does something voluntar-
ily). What should also be noted is that authority is viewed as a “response-dependent”
quality and is exclusively related to human activity. Without action there is no au-
thority. The essence of authority is not housed in a person, his dispositions, traits or
value judgments, nor is the attribute attributed to the object, but is related to volun-
tary activity performed because the actor believes that the other person will observe
it with approval.

To emphasize one more thing, according to the stated ontological analysis, au-
thority is not connected with dispositions within one's personality, but with action,
and authority can be invested in someone only by a certain person, thanks to his
action. This means that a given person does not have to have the notion of authority
nor does he need to understand that a certain person has authority over him. Onto-
logically speaking, in order for authority to exist, the notion of authority is not re-
quired, nor is ontological participation on the part of the object that is the bearer of
the quality of authority. Qualities such as authority (and similar such as “being
funny”, “being accepted”) Osorio-Kapferblem (2015) denotes as “response-
dependent”. These are qualities that depend solely on response, action.

To explain what the quality of “response-dependent” means when it comes to
authority, Osorio-Kapferblem (2015) starts in the analysis from persons who ‘pos-
sess’ authority. Such persons can do almost nothing to achieve authority, but they
can do much to undermine it. Osorio-Kapferblem (2015) illustrates this by distin-
guishing three types of authority: personal authority (the impression that people
leave on others only on the basis of their presence, something like natural leaders),
acquired authority (based on assumed or perceived exceptionality in a domain, belief
that someone is an expert in something), and assigned authority (based on a position
assigned to someone). The person to whom authority is assigned may have acquired
authority, and perhaps personal authority. The given authorities belong to her based
on the beliefs that other people have. Given authority can be easily lost. One way is
to deprive a person of the assigned authority, or to show that he is not an expert, or
that he is not convincing as a person. The second way stems from the action of the
person who is the holder of authority. It is common for individuals to notice that
they have expert, or personal, authority. If people with personal authority begin to
invoke their acquired authority to force others to do something, they eliminate per-
sonal authority from the relationship. Or if persons invoke assigned authority they
eliminate the acquired authority from the relationship. In this way personal or ac-
quired authority is easily lost. That is the meaning of the quality label as “response-
dependent”.

For future discussion, it is important to note that Osorio-Kapferblem (2015)
derives a relation according to which, with the “empowerment” of individuals, rela-
tions based on authority will take precedence over relations based on power. “Em-
powered” individuals can be understood as persons to whom responsibility has been
delegated and they accept it. Responsible individuals appear as subjects whose ac-
tion is guided by taking other people into account, in other words caring for others,
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and thus authority as a belief that someone or something will approve of our action
takes on special meaning. In order to explain this position, we will process the an-
nounced topics from the introduction.

Authority and obedience

When one follows the literature on authority, one notices almost regular cita-
tions of the works of Hannah Arendt. Among other things, she followed the trial of
Adolf Eichmann for genocide against Jews in World War II. To describe the phe-
nomenon underlying the defense of Eichmann's crime, where he presents himself as
an ordinary man devoted to respect for law and order, she introduces the term “the
banality of evil” (Arendt 1963). In the same year, Stanley Milgram (1963) published
the results of his research on authority obedience, which shocked the public. Ac-
cording to the results, 62.5% of respondents were willing to apply the most intensive
form of punishment by electric shock in a situation of simple pressure from the au-
thority of the researcher. This research is, among other things, an indicator of the
strength of environmental factors that are more crucial than personality traits in sha-
ping people's behavior in certain situations (Milgram 1974). The obtained results are
confirmed by similar researches, the most famous of which are the researches of
Charles Hofley, in the hospital, when a nurse gives a dangerous dose of narcotics to
patients under the authority of a doctor, (Hofling et al. 1966) and Philip Zimbardo's
research at Stanford Prison, when inmates who play the role of guards begin to show
unexpected forms of violence against inmates who remain in the role of inmates
(Haney, Banks and Zimbardo 1973).

Let us now consider the results of Milgram's experiment of obedience to au-
thority based on the conclusions of the discussion of the ontological meaning of
authority. It turns out that it doesn't matter who the person who plays the role of the
researcher in the experiment is, what personality traits he has and the like. Any per-
son in the researcher's position behaves as the experimental design predicted: if the
respondent hesitates when punishing, he should use four sentences in a row (“please
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continue”, “experiment requires you to continue”, “it is absolutely necessary to con-
tinue”, “you have no other choice, you must continue”). The sentences were ranked
according to the strength of the social pressure on the respondent. It is also irrelevant
what characteristics the respondent has, whether he has a disposition to use punish-
ment or not, to what extent he has pronounced dispositions for aggressive behavior
towards other people and the like. Research has shown that most respondents con-
tinue to punish to the greatest intensity. Milgram's conclusion is that obedience is
explained by the power of environmental factors and that it is about obedience to
legitimate authority. If we return to the ontological definition of authority (Osorio-
Kapferblem 2015) we can say that authority is shown to be dependent on the re-
sponse of the respondents (actions) regardless of the personality traits of the actors.
It is important that respondents believe that their actions will be approved. Authority
can be contained in the person of the researcher, in science, the pursuit of truth and
the like.
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However, not all respondents apply more intensive forms of punishment dur-
ing the research. When there is no action, there is no authority, we could say based
on the ontological understanding of authority. Or, more precisely, authority appears
to a certain extent and then ceases. However, we could also say that the cessation of
activities, i.e. the refusal to continue punishing, is a form of action that signifies
authority, because a person thinks that such inaction will be approved by someone.
Then we could assume that the authority of the researcher acted to a certain extent
when the role of authority was taken over by someone or something else, for exam-
ple the belief that people should not be punished by strong electric shock, or more
broadly, the belief that punitive methods should not be used in shaping other peo-
ple's behavior. and similarly. Thus we come to the conclusion that there is some-
thing like an internal criterion that opposes external authority, a kind of internal
authority. We could say that people who have built internal authorities are less sus-
ceptible to coercion that comes from external authority. This conclusion is in line
with the relation that with the “empowerment” of individuals, relations based on
authority will take precedence over relations based on power (Osorio-Kupferblum
2015).

Internal and external authority

We will explain the relationship between internal and external authority with
psychoanalytic theories. Before we start working on the topic, we will look at the
possibility of using psychoanalytic theories to understand social phenomena. Psy-
choanalytic theories are developed based on the interpretation of the results of psy-
choanalytic work within the psychoanalytic method. The psychoanalytic method is
characterized by the psychoanalytic situation and the rule of free association. The
psychoanalytic situation, in addition to the formal preconditions related to the place,
time, frequency and position of the participants, represents an asymmetric relation-
ship between two people where the psychoanalyst appears as a person who carries
the attribute of expertise, and the analyst as a person who needs such expertise. The
theories created in this situation are not primarily aimed at understanding social
phenomena, so they can only be applied indirectly to their understanding. Freud
(Sigmund Freud) tried this on several occasions, interpreting the totem and taboo,
monotheism, uneasiness in culture and the like. As he noticed the work of dream and
the work of grief in the field of the psychic, Freud spoke of the work of culture in
the field of the social.

It is possible to mentally look for connections between the theory of instinct
in understanding human psychism and its application in explaining the market econ-
omy, or to apply the economic model created for understanding trauma to the under-
standing of stock market movements, or the theory of the Superego as an instance of
a person who sets rules, controls and condemns understanding the role of the state in
the economy, and the like. The question remains whether this is justified. Today, we
are witnessing the strength of the market economy and weak control mechanisms
that should ensure better stability of social and economic movements. Modern me-
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ans of communication enable a person to instantly satisfy desires, which also reflects
the loss of authority in every respect, as an institution that directs, protects, supports,
channels, mitigates, designs and the like.

For our discussion, the most important is the distinction between external and
internal reality, between the social and psychological reality of an individual. Start-
ing from the process of introjection and projection important for understanding hu-
man development, it is possible to think about the existence of external and internal
authorities and their mutual relationship. External authorities, especially during hu-
man development from baby to adult, can influence what kind of authorities we will
be able to invoke in our inner world. External authorities can be cruel and dehuman-
izing, but they can also be beneficial if they show understanding for human needs
and thus contribute to development. The true psychoanalytic view is not to assess
what external authorities are, but to determine whether they promote or hinder the
development of internal authorities.

The key question for Michael Parsons (Parsons 2015) is where the internal au-
thorities are. The first thought is that they are housed in a superego. However, the
superego, although internalized, functions as an external authority that demands
obedience rather than encouraging freedom of choice. Authority is not placed in the
ego because the ego constantly obeys other people's demands by at the same time
striving to calm the superego, silence the id and submit to the facts of reality. There-
fore, the ego cannot function differently than as a false self, in other words, the ego
cannot be our guide to getting to know ourselves. The theory of the false self and the
true self assumes that the true self develops in accordance with the inner being of the
individual, while the false self is formed in accordance with the pressure of the envi-
ronment (Winnicott 1960).

For Parsons (2015), internal authority is located in the true self, which an in-
dividual can trust as his authentic conscience, as opposed to the moral conscience
that belongs to the superego. Two important things stem from this. First, in order for
a man to become the author of his own authority, he must oppose the obedience
characteristic of the false self, both at the cost of losing comfort and at the cost of
accepting the risk of what the future holds. Second, the author of his own authority
cannot be a person who endangers other people because the true self wants the well-
being of others regardless of their diversity. This is because the true self is created
thanks to a relationship in which the spontaneity and individuality of the developing
child are valued, so that respect and appreciation of the well-being of others are built
into the true self.

If we apply Parson's view to the understanding of people who, in Milgam's
experimental situation, refuse to continue with punishment, then we can say that
they have an activation of internal authority stemming from the true self and care for
other people, and that internal authority has proved stronger than the initial external
authority present in the created social situation which forces the respondent to par-
ticipate in the experiment by applying increasingly severe punishment.
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Development of internal authority

Parsons' view that internal authority is situated in the true self requires further
explanation. The theory of true and false self is the work of pediatrician and psycho-
analyst Donald Winnicott. He starts from the fact that the psyche of a baby is in an
undifferentiated state and that a baby cannot exist without another person. What
happens between the baby and the person who takes care of the baby determines the
further development of the baby's mental life. The true self develops from those
movements of the baby that reflect its spontaneity, and the false self develops be-
cause the environment demands that we obey its demands. Therefore, the true self is
connected with the feeling of continuity of existence, with the feeling that we are
real, with creativity, while the false self is connected with the feeling that we are not
real and with the feeling of futility (Winnicott 1965).

Bion (Wilfred Bion) in his theory presented the processes that take place in
psychic development and that lead to the emergence of thought processes. To avoid
misinterpretations, Bion decided to use terms that resembled mathematical variables
(for example: a-elements, B-elements, K, O, ...) and left it to the reader to seek his
own solution for the use of given terms (theories) in understanding psychic phenom-
ena (experiences). He starts from the fact that for mental development, interaction
with others is necessary, as in the relationship between mother and child. The other
appears as a container and is marked with a sign @, and what it may contain is called
a contained and signifies a sign & (Bion 1962). It is important for mental develop-
ment that the container is able to receive raw perceptual and proto-emotional ele-
ments and turn them into performances, that is, elements that the psyche can deal
with. In other words, intimate and deeply intersubjective pairing is necessary for the
development of the individual as a subject where &' and 9 can denote different pairs
of opposites necessary for development, for example male and female. The essence
is in the interaction of the type which represents the fertile psychic heterosexuality
that is necessary to enable a thought capable of representing emotions as well as an
object relationship that will organize a stable core of identity for the development of
the ego (Vigna-Taglianti 2016).

In the early development of man, Winnicott emphasizes the importance of the
reflection in the mother's face for the development of the subject. With his peculiar
language that makes us think, he says that what a mother looks like is related to what
she sees while watching the baby (Winnicott 1967). In this way, he introduces us to
understanding the origin of the subject through interaction. Since the baby is help-
less, it is necessary to interact with other people, primarily the mother, in order to
find the person. The baby is seen through the mirror in the mother's face. If the mot-
her is obsessed with herself then the baby cannot see himself in her face but her.

In order to structure the psychic container, it is necessary to have a paternal
function and authority that contributes to differentiation and individuation by pre-
venting the realization of maternal and child desires for merging (Vigna-Taglianti
2016). This paves the way for the development of internal authority (Parsons 2016).
In case there is no paternal function and there is no person who mirrors the baby as a
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developing person, then there will be no development of the subject (true self) but
the development of a false self. Instead of the baby feeling the continuity of being
through adequate contact with the mother, it responds to the lack of adequate contact
by relying on resources within itself. The result of the development of a false self is
the appearance of depersonalization and therefore there is a need for aggressive
“collision” (instead of contact) with the environment in order to provoke a sense of
existence.

Parsons' view that internal authority is situated in the true self helps us to un-
derstand the phenomenon of “happy slapping” type of violence that we mentioned in
the introductory part of the text. One definition of “happy slapping” highlights the
importance of capturing shock and surprise on a victim’s face (Gary 2017). We can
ask ourselves what kind of reflection the perpetrators of “cheerful slapping” had in
their early mental development and how the audience that watches those videos feels
when they look at the victim's face. One thing is for sure, that in such a “reflection”
one cannot find the true self. Participants in “happy slapping” violence are more
likely to reflect their own horror of the lack of the true self and the fear of annulment
in horror on the victim's face, while at the same time denying it within themselves
because they see it in the face of another.

The conflicting nature of internal authority

Rachel Blass shows a different approach to understanding internal authority.
He starts from Freud's interpretation according to which two approaches to authority
can be observed in his works (Blass 2016). On the one hand, Freud views authority
as an obstacle to knowing the truth or as a support for weak personalities, and on the
other hand, as an openness to the truth and knowing oneself. In the first case, it is
about external authorities who can distort the truth, and who are trusted. They can be
internalized as parental figures from the past and act on our perception in the pre-
sent. In the second case, it is an internal authority that reflects the history of man-
kind, starting with his first encounter with the authority of the great father of the
original horde who is killed by his sons because he has power that limits them in
fulfilling their aspirations for power and sexual desires. According to Freud's under-
standing, this original act of killing authority and the evoked feeling of remorse are
passed down from generation to generation (Freud 1913). A guilty conscience arises
because of the conflict between love and hate towards the figure of the father.

In other words, man is not born as a tabula rasa. Feelings of guilt will arise in
every human being by activating the oedipal situation. This kind of internal authority
makes us believe in something we cannot objectively prove. As Blas (2015, 94)
says: “we know things about life, human relationships, how one ought to be, on the
basis of the past, an internalised authority, not only our own reason, observation, and
personal experience”. It is man's responsibility to know himself and be what he is.
The desire to kill a loved one is certainly not something we want to know, but we
have a responsibility and a willingness to see the good and bad sides of our being.
Whether we accept or deny the desires that exist in us, we bear the consequences of
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our attitude towards ourselves and the people around us. The illustration of such an
attitude is reflected in the human relationship to the content of dreams. An individ-
ual can defend himself by saying that we are not responsible for what we dream.
However, Freud (1925) says that man is morally responsible for the content of his
dreams, including evil motives. If our beliefs arise from distorted desires, then we
are not able to see the other, but impose our beliefs on him, we want to possess him
and submit to our authority.

Conclusion

This paper is a combination of continuous elaboration of the topic of internal
authority versus external authority as well as a mosaic arrangement in which various
examples of authority depict the topic in the background. To name the chapter as a
Conclusion is an example of the influence of accepted rules as an external authority
in the writing of scientific articles. It is difficult to draw anything as a conclusion
within this chapter because the topic itself is two-sided, and despite the interaction
of type 4'Q, at times it leads to merging and at times to separation. For example,
does an instance of a person called a Superego represent internal or external author-
ity? If we start from the claim that the outer is a material reality and the inner a psy-
chic reality, then the conclusion would be that the Superego is an internal authority.
However, if the Superego was created by the process of introjection so that external
authority through identification became part of the structure of the psychic, then are
we still talking about internal authority or external authority that is internalized? Or
we should look at the legacy of our ancestors in the work of the Superego through
the primordial murder of the first authority?

There are many questions and dilemmas. On the other hand, we hope that the
article showed that one can think of a kind of authority that is related to the inner
true being of man and that has a positive impact on interpersonal relationships be-
cause it is based on caring for other people and protects from inherent tendency to
destruction. This kind of internal authority can be developed by respecting the im-
portance that a positive family and overall social climate has on a person's develop-
ment starting from his birth. Given that external authorities have an influence on the
development of internal ones, it is important to point out that the existence of posi-
tive achievements of civilization is one of the contributions to a better cultural and
historical environment of man. The given civilizational achievements include the
psychoanalytic method as a human invention that contributes to the development of
a specific relationship between people. The psychoanalytic method, as its supreme
value, has a movement towards truth and self-knowledge.

Understanding the emergence of internal authority has given us the opportu-
nity to see in a small number of people who have opposed punishment in Milgram’s
experiment the hope that it is possible to be consistent with an inner being rather
than an external coercion. However, the experiment is not a life-threatening situa-
tion. The story of a German soldier, Jozef Schulz, who rebelled against the shooting
of innocent people in Smederevska Palanka at the beginning of World War II, shows
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how strong the human need is to find hope in brutal circumstances such as the shoot-
ing of civilians. Journalist Michael Martens (2013) in his documentary novel “The
Hunt for a Hero. The story of the soldier who would not kill.” shows that it is a leg-
end that is similar to the legends that exist in other countries. Reality has not yet
shown us that a mortal can oppose dehumanization by standing up against the group
to which he belongs and, at the same time, risking his life, but there is hope in us
that such a person exists, that is, that we carry something like that in ourselves. Hope
appears as a counterbalance to the hard-to-accept truth of father-murder, and the
need to re-kill authority as a compulsion to create space for internal authority, the
true self, but also space for repentance for the evil urges we carry within us.
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
