BETWEEN DISSOLUTION AND UNITY

Summary: Cooperation between the Serbian diaspora and the Republic of
Serbia is not expressed in full potential, because it is limited to a one-sided fi-
nancial and partly cultural concept. In order for the Serbian diaspora to reach its
full potential, it is necessary to expand the existing concepts. Contemporary
problems in expression national identity require a more serious approach, be-
cause if only one member of the community is neglected, especially if he is in
the diaspora, in the near future the consequences will be such that in addition to
weakening awareness of belonging, the end result will be loss of national iden-
tity. This outcome can be prevented if the criteria of the current relationship be-
tween the Republic of Serbia and its citizens in the diaspora are redefined. Ac-
cent it is necessary to set on: (1) better and more comprehensive elements of
statistical indicators of migration of domestic citizens; (2) a different approach to
the economic draft budget of the Republic of Serbia, which would go beyond the
current framework, short-term assistance from the diaspora in the form of remit-
tances; 3) the issue of security of citizens of the Republic of Serbia is completely
left to the states in which they currently exist, which is insufficient; (4) the cul-
tural component is represented, but unfortunately through unilateral efforts
mainly by the diaspora, while the home country is largely reserved. The essential
problem is in the cooperation of these two sides of one state. If this cooperation
remains at the level it is at now, the question is whether the second generation in
the diaspora will have any empathy towards the country of their origin.

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Introduction

In the search for a better social status and conditions for a more secure ex-
istence, it is becoming more and more common for citizens of the Republic of
Serbia to leave their home country, but that is only one of the most common
motives. Thanks to the diaspora, they succeed in preserving elements of cultural
heritage and promoting it in the new living environment, but the question arises:
Does the Republic of Serbia sufficiently express support for its diaspora? Given
the complexity of this issue no answer that is, the answers cannot be simple,
because they require consideration of many facts of statistical, economic, secu-
rity and cultural aspects.

In the statistical sense, it is important to point out that the Republic of
Serbia currently does not have comprehensive lists of domestic citizens who
have left it, which is confirmed by the Republic Bureau of Statistics by insuffi-
cient engagement in the field of updating domestic citizens. In this way, the in-
sight into the real demographic situation of the population within the borders of
the home country is lost, which automatically reflects the inability of social
mechanisms to adequately respond to factors and factors influencing increased
emigration and the slow but sure disappearance of the people, or its merging
with other “universal” cultures, losing its subjectivity in each view. Therefore,
the issue of statistics should not be seen as a formula, but as elements of the
problem whose unification opens up potential ways of solving current migrations
in the so-called. “developed countries™.

The financial component of the relationship between the home country and
the diaspora is mostly limited to the annual appanages of close relatives and as
such it is useful but insufficiently sustainable in relation to the macroeconomic
plan. The issue of economic interaction needs to be expanded, because the intro-
duction of the diaspora through microeconomic projects will build a stable
ground for strong macroeconomic stability in various branches of the economy
of the Republic of Serbia. The inclusion of the diaspora in economic flows
would largely suppress foreign investors, whose crucial function is increasingly
related to the acquisition of extra profits, whose ultimate goal is not the devel-
opment of the Republic of Serbia, but the transfer of capital outside its borders.
deficit.

Security aspects of the citizens of the Republic of Serbia, in relation to the
current world crises, especially when it comes to the countries in the Middle East
(for example Libya, or recently Afghanistan), subordinates are ad hoc solutions,
where diplomatic and consular representatives, or remaining domestic citizens,
are taken out of crisis areas (imminent dangers of war or armed conflict) very
often at the last moment. The security of the citizens of the Republic of Serbia
should be viewed much more studiously. Often, the elements of covert actions in
the area of the state of the new domicile are more complex and dangerous than
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direct confrontation. The occurrence of certain consequences without a complete
identification of the cause additionally stimulates the sources of future subver-
sive action, even in the area of those states that are considered to have the high-
est level of security culture. Accordingly, it would be useful to consider some of
the experiences of those communities that were able to recognize the risks and
threats in the diaspora and to oppose them in a timely manner with acceptable
methods.

The element of cultural heritage is currently one of the main links between
the diaspora and the Republic of Serbia. Awareness of belonging permeates
through respect for the customs of religious heritage, often united through the
construction of capital church buildings and the nurturing of folklore. Such a
concept is positive, but reticence due to fear or possible shame about one's origin
is a common motive derived from the imputation of the political administrations
of those same countries in which the citizens of the Republic of Serbia found
their new home. In order to overcome any negative etiquette anywhere in the
world, it is necessary to get out of the closed circle that is limited to members of
the same national or religious affiliation and to present in full light the linguistic,
literary and customary heritage of the new habitus, because that is the only way
to gain charisma. In that sense, the diaspora should not be left to its own initia-
tive, it should rely on state institutions of the Republic of Serbia, whose projects
could be the initiator. dormant diaspora for a different representation in the in-
ternational community.

The role of statistics as a control mechanism of migration in the diaspora

External migration of domestic citizens within the official census of the
Republic of Serbia was last recorded in 2011. Based on the available data
313,411 domestic citizens were registered for employment abroad in that year,
while in 2002 that number included 414,839 (Stankovic 2014,16). Although the
statistical indicators for the period from 2002 to 2011 are presented through a
declining amplitude, there is no tendency to reduce the external migration of
domestic citizens, because there is a large statistical gap between 2011 and 2020,
which gives an incomplete and distorted picture actual condition.

Insight into the Bulletin of the National Employment Service in the Re-
public of Serbia, such a motive could be accepted with great reservations. Given
the fact that the National Employment Service focuses on statistical indicators in
relation to applicants for employment on a monthly basis, the real situation could
be reported through a comparison of available data for the period December
2005, December 2011 and December 2019. According to statistics, in December
2005 888,386 persons sought employment, in December 2011 that number in-
cluded 752,838 persons, while in December 2019 the number of unemployed
persons included 529,508 persons (NCZZ, MSB, 2020, f.12, 13).
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The statistical indicators presented in this way seem superficial, they insuf-
ficiently define the standards for resolving the issue of social and existential
status, because they are statistically limited only to employment as a macroeco-
nomic vector. The National Employment Service does not state on what basis the
person who was looking for a job was deleted from the list of applicants (for
example, employed, resigned, moved to another country, illness, death ...), or
how the person resolved his status unemployment. Therefore, the role of the
National Employment Service could be further engaged in the field of domestic
migration abroad when it comes to employment.

A significant issue of statistics can also be reported from the connection of
the ministries of the Republic of Serbia with the issue of domestic citizens who
changed their address of residence by moving abroad. The Ministry of the Inte-
rior is responsible for “Updating the records of registration and deregistration
from the address of residence” (LRASC 2011, Art. 5), and accordingly collects
data on “Registration of temporary residence abroad and return abroad” (LRASC
2011, Art. 19). Within the Law on Residence and Stay of Citizens, the legislator
stated the obligations of its citizens to report to the competent authority abroad
through a diplomatic-consular mission a temporary stay longer than 90 days
(LRASC 2011, Article 19, paragraph 2), which could be used as an important
element in keeping statistics on migration of citizens of the Republic of Serbia.'

Based on the 2011 census, it was determined that a large number of citi-
zens of the Republic of Serbia sought employment in the following countries:
Austria (70,488), Germany (55,999), Switzerland (41,008), France (20,231),
Sweden (10,925), Benelux countries. 6,243), Other European countries (52,673),
USA (13,504), Canada (6,226), Australia (3,760), Other non-European countries
(5,073), Unknown countries (7,657) and Republics of the former SFRY (19,624)
(Stankovic 2014, 16).

By enumerating the population and mapping the countries in which the
citizens of the Republic of Serbia have decided on a new place for their future
life, it should automatically facilitate the connection of the home country with
the diaspora. Human and material resources could be strengthened primarily
through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia, but also
through other ministries in accordance with the needs. The primary influence of
the Republic of Serbia needs to be adjusted to the needs of particularly pro-
nounced diasporas, however, this does not mean that countries in which the di-
aspora is not so represented should be marginalized. All citizens in the diaspora

' The data collected by the Ministry of the Interior may include numerical indicators of adults and
minor members of their families residing or residing abroad. In cooperation with the Ministry of For-
eign Affairs, through diplomatic and consular missions, such data would be compared and thus confirm
the real situation on the representation of migration of citizens of the Republic of Serbia abroad.

Such statistics could be used for more active engagement of the Republic of Serbia in projects to
strengthen the economy of the diaspora in countries where the diaspora is particularly pronounced, but
also to take the necessary measures to ensure the safety of every individual in the diaspora.
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should be aware that they have been and remain part of their home country, but
they should also be aware that the funds invested in connection with the diaspora
should be used more rationally, with clear goals.

Diaspora as the main investor of the Republic of Serbia

The financial concepts of diaspora assistance directed to the home country
can be viewed through three ways of investing: (1) remittances; (2) foreign di-
rect investment (FDI) and (3) diaspora direct investment (DID).

Diaspora direct investment represent the transfer of money from abroad to
family members and friends who remained in the homeland (Pavlovic 2017, 37).
Based on the analysis of remittance inflows for the period from 2013 to 2017, a
relatively continuous inflow of funds is observed, which is approximately up to 3
billion euros (NBS, 2013-T) is presented as follows:

Based on the presented analysis of “remittances” during 2018, among the
10 most important countries are: Germany (28.7%), Switzerland (15.3%), Aus-
tria (8.5%), France (2.3%), USA (5.1%), Croatia (4.8%), Italy (2.3%), Russian
Federation (2.3%), Sweden (2.1%), Solovenia (2.3%), while Other countries
account for 23.1% (NBS, 2013-T). Such an analysis directly indicates potential
countries in which future investors from the diaspora could possibly be stimu-
lated for projects in the Republic of Serbia.

In the period 2000-2010. for developed countries, the primary forms of
capital movements and sources of financing of their economies were interna-
tional loan capital and portfolio investments (Stojanovic-Jovanovic 2012,38).
However, for developing countries and countries in transition, the most impor-
tant source of financing their economies were foreign direct investments, which
accounted for 53% of total capital flows to these countries (Stojanovié¢-
Jovanovic 2012,38). The Republic of Serbia is one of the countries that were in
the process of transition in that period, although having in mind the FDI, it could
be said that it is still not fully succeeded to cope with the above process.

Foreign direct investment includes three components: (1) Equity, (2) Re-
investment of earnings and (3) Intracompany lending (Kastratovic 2016, 72),
which directly supports the claim that FDI fully insures a foreign investor, but
examines the possibility of real development of ruined companies and the transit
economy of the country in which it is allegedly invested. Considering the vol-
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ume and structure of FDI in Serbia for the period 2001-2007, the annual inflow
of FDI was observed through an increase in the average annual rate of 18.92%
(Kastratovic 2016, 72), which in this period proved useful for strengthening in-
dividual companies in the banking sector, as well as industrial giants in the field
of energy, but whether in the existence of these companies, today more than ten
years later something has changed, except for the fact that most state-owned
companies have moved to private, where foreign investors are one of the key
actors in business decision-making of the said company or even the owner of
those same companies.

The subjects of FDI in Serbia (2001-2007) were: Telenor, Gazprom Neft-
NIS, Fiat, Delheiz, Filip Morris, Stada-Hemofarm, Mobilkom-Vip, Agrokop,
Intesa-Delta Bank, Salford Investment, Eurobank EFG, Raiffeisen Bank, Merca-
tor, StarBev-Apatin Brewery, CEE / BIG Shopping Center, Vojvodjanska Bank,
Credit Agricole Serbia, Fondiaria SAI, Lukoil-Beopetrol, Pepsi, British Ameri-
can Tobacco (BIG 2012).

The efficiency of FDI in improving the economy of the Republic of Ser-
bia, in the period following the restructuring of existing companies, is best illus-
trated by the cross-section of the NBS in the period from 2010 to 2019 in rela-
tion to active and passive assets (NBS, FDI):

In order to strengthen the national economy, it is necessary to risk a long-
term return on investment in companies that were the subject of privatization,
with an emphasis on strengthening companies at the level of local governments
(municipalities), and this takes time. Most FDI will not risk long-term return on
investment as DID could, because their goal is not long-term, unlike diaspora
returnees who have longer-term goals (Pavlovic 2017, 30).

The advantage of DID is that the diaspora respects moral principles: (1)
the identity of the diaspora and its dynamics; (2) domestic investment and busi-
ness development; (3) the effects of diaspora spillovers in order to innovate and
(4) promoting the knowledge economy, academia and markets (Pavlovic 2017,
25). These moral components are a guarantee for building a more stable micro
and macroeconomic system.

Giving advantages to DID over FDI would achieve security of long-term
investment in the economy of the Republic of Serbia, primarily at the local level
in companies that in the pre-transition system were large giants and sources of
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livelihood for many families. At the macroeconomic level, from local investment
projects, DID could donate certain funds to less developed local governments
through extra-profits. In this way, DID would be a direct infusion to achieve a
dualistic goal - to increase the GDP of the Republic of Serbia and increase the
fertilized capital of the diaspora as the main investment partner.

Security as a precondition for a strong diaspora

The basic problem in defining security is reflected in the way the security
culture is built. Security culture is: “a set of adopted attitudes, knowledge, skills
and rules in the field of security, expressed as behavior and process, on the need,
ways and means of protection of personal, social, national and international val-
ues from threatening phenomena, regardless of their (natural, human or techni-
cal-technological) origin, place or time of their manifestation. ”(Stajic, Mijalk-
ovic and Stanarevic 2013, 43).

Security culture is underrepresented because there is not a sufficiently de-
veloped awareness of belonging to one nation to which all its attributes are at-
tached.

At the beginning of the disintegration of Yugoslavia, the Congress of the
Unity of Serbia was founded in San Francisco in the 1990s, whose primary role
was to raise awareness of the Serbian issue during the crisis (Bock-Luna 2007,
109). The devastating fact is that the awareness of belonging when it comes to
the Serbian people was inspired only at the moment of their suffering, so that
after the most difficult temptations, it was again neglected even to the extent that
it fell into oblivion. In order to overcome oblivion, it is necessary to insist on
preserving organizations and institutions such as the Congress in San Francisco.

The consciousness and security of a community is best illustrated by Is-
rael. Ben-Gurion pointed out that the difference between Israel as a state and
Israel in the diaspora will be overcome if strength and sharpness become more
pronounced over the generations, obliging them to completely eliminate any
“natural” tendency between divisions (meaning Israeli tribes) by nurturing every
bit of partnership. and unity (Rawidowicz 1986, 2003). The Jewish community
is, as they point out, hers the wisest shoots built on a struggle based on “crimes
against oblivion” - pointing to the Holocaust as the main initiator and element of
security culture, where their approach to any risk or threat achieves the full
meaning of the word security.

In international relations, the principle of respecting the territorial integrity
of states is a well-founded link in the international system, such as a norm that
prohibits interference in the internal affairs of other states (Shaw 2014, 362), but
despite such norms there are cases in which requires the interference of diplo-
matic and political subjects.
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When six people were killed and 22 wounded in a Jewish restaurant in
Paris in August 1982, the Prime Minister of Israel, Begins, reacted vigorously by
stating: “The murder of a Jew can never be considered an internal affair. It is
Israel's responsibility to protect Jews everywhere “(Shazly 1986, 59), he directly
contradicted the then state authorities of France, referring to the possibility of
arming the Jewish population in France.

This concept calls into question the internal organization of a state, but a
sharp reaction affects the re-examination of the function of the legitimate au-
thorities of that state in order to focus much more seriously on a certain popula-
tion, which results in a longer and more effective policy of protecting a certain
diaspora.

A restrained and mild reaction usually results in a long process of estab-
lishing a factual situation whose resolution is never complete. Such an example
is the abduction of employees of the Embassy of the Republic of Serbia in Libya,
Sladjana Stankovic and Jovica Stepic (in November 2015). As the Secretary
General of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia stated on the occasion of
this case: “We need constant, continuous contact with the authorities in Tripoli,
because we have not yet received complete documentation, except for autopsy
records and supporting documents on which we transported bodies” (Politika
2016) - implies the claim that the reaction of diplomacy is the key initiator of the
direction in which the investigation of each case will move, especially if the case
is of domestic citizens in the diaspora.

In addition to extreme situations that result in suffering, a significant place
should be dedicated to those events that at first glance do not have a transparent
security threat, although it still exists.

The events that marked Orthodox Easter, May 1, 2016, referred to the fires
of St. Sava Cathedral in Manhattan in New York, as well as the Orthodox
Churches in Australia and Russia, where the media and public service officials
stated in advance the potential causes, without prior investigation.

The New York Post linked the mentioned events to possible coordinated
attacks on the Orthodox faith, but he distanced himself from the stated statement
with the statement: “... we will not say that candles are the cause of fires just
because they were in the church.” That would be unseen by us “, but the stated
hypothesis served as the final conclusion for the commissioner of the fire ser-
vice, Daniel Nigro, who put an end to the whole case by labeling the guard who
put the smoldering candles in the box (Politika May 3, 2016). Fire Department
spokesman Frank Gribon, who was at the scene, expressed the opinion that the
flames did not look suspicious, but that the damage was so great that the point of
its origin could not be found, because the entire roof is a wooden lattice and
there is none (New York Times 2016).

Such statements are not only reckless, but also risky for security, both in
the country where the event took place and in the community that suffered the
consequences. Such attitudes give rise to new security threats such as terrorism.
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Therefore, it is necessary to more actively engage diplomatic and consular mis-
sions, primarily on insisting that the so-called mixed commissions, composed of
experts (in this case engineers and forensics for fires and arson) from the Repub-
lic of Serbia in order to influence a more serious understanding of the conse-
quences. In this way, awareness of the security culture is built, which covers all
personal, social and national parameters.

The security culture of the diaspora could be raised to a higher level,
through compromise solutions that would simultaneously satisfy the protection
of the internal organization of the state and the members of the diaspora who
accepted the state as their new home. The Jewish community noticed this com-
promise in volunteer associations. The essence of such associations comes to the
fore especially when it comes to the security of both set parameters (the country
in which the guests and their own communities are). By exchanging information
between representatives of the diaspora and official authorities on the participa-
tion of any member of the diaspora as a victim or possibly a delinquent, it pro-
vides a double general prevention.

The importance of cultural heritage for preserving the identity of
the diaspora

The big problem of members of the diaspora is that by changing the envi-
ronment, they expect that they will leave all previous difficulties behind and that
their new life will take on only a positive dimension.

Every individual or community counts on equality before the law, stability
and trust in state institutions, respect for ethical, religious, cultural differences, as
well as their encouragement “... however, entering a new environment, these
primary goals are replaced by secondary ones such as” providing help with lan-
guage learning, job search, resolving immigration status and obtaining citizen-
ship” (Predojevic 2010, 449).

Most members of the diaspora believe that secondary difficulties are
“normal” for achieving their primary goal, but in this way they consciously or
unconsciously raise an internal dilemma: Is the basic reason for changing the
state to solve only existence or is existence just an excuse to change citizenship?
renunciation and an attempt to forget one's origin? Material means are only one
of the existential elements. A much more important element of the survival of a
community are spiritual values, which are increasingly marginalized. How many
people respects his roots, culture and language, others will respect him as much
(Cujic 2017, 227). By protecting the cultural heritage, the diaspora protects the
individual and social integrity of its previous existence, present and future. In
order to exist on that path, she was forced to adapt to modern standards. The
stage of historical, cultural and religious life needs to be moved from the dusty
shelves of libraries to the virtual world inherent in media and information tech-
nology.
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In France, the role of the documentary filmmaker who uses the informa-
tion obtained through the media, which makes it available to students, in order to
interest them and help them better understand the facts, events and problems, is
especially emphasized (Milosevic 2017, 270). In an identical way, the existing
funds of historical material could be placed within libraries or educational insti-
tutions that are accessible to representatives of the diaspora, adapting them to
different target groups of the country of their new domicile, which would allow
visitors to find the true truth about everything wrong imposed stereotypes. One
of such stereotypes is the events in the former Yugoslavia. Such diaspora con-
cepts should be developed at the local level.

Media campaigns of an advertising character about the contribution of
people from the Balkan Peninsula, such as Tesla, Pupin, Milankovic ... attract
attention, so such projects should be internationalized, especially in those areas
where their names have a certain symbolism.’

The diaspora in the process of presenting its values cannot rely only on its
resources, its main support should be sought in the activities of the institutions of
the Republic of Serbia.

Given that the home country is a member of many international organiza-
tions such as UNESCO, which is responsible for “... a broad area of responsibil-
ity in education, science, culture and communication” (De Barrin 2009, 11), such
a position would be diaspora could use it more actively. Together with the offi-
cials of the Republic of Serbia, the most influential representatives of the dias-
pora could be involved in those projects which, in addition to promoting existing
cultural monuments in the home country, would also influence the protection
and promotion of new cultural treasures as products of individual members of
the diaspora. (for example, St. Anthony's Church in the Sonar Desert, Arizona,
USA). Such projects would confirm the better status of the diaspora by their
hosts, while the country from which the diaspora originates would be presented
in international circles as an exceptional example of the unity of its citizens.

What achieves the unity of the diaspora and the home country was and
should remain the Serbian Orthodox Church, but is there a danger of the influ-
ence of certain factors and factors that could break that compactness? This ques-
tion was presented in the best way by Jevtic, considering the position of the Ser-
bian Orthodox Church in the United States. As he claims: “... over time, the
work of Orthodox immigrants, members of the fifth, sixth generation, developed
a sense of belonging to the United States, that is, they began to have a predomi-
nant feeling that they were Americans. And some of them were considering that
many were born in mixed marriages, so the connection with the nations of origin
was lost. But they remained Orthodox. In accordance with that, they began to
adjust the church life. The English language began to predominate in the service,
and American Orthodoxy slowly began to develop. As a result, a special “Ortho-

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dox Church in America” was created (Jevtic 2010, 245). Through this example,
the possibility of a complete severance of ties with the country of origin is no-
ticed, because with every form of autonomy, interest in the roots of one's origin
is lost. This problem has been isolated in some ways by the introduction of a
special ministry for the diaspora, which insists on tight centralization with the
Serbian Orthodox Church. The extent to which this control has been achieved is
sufficiently indicated by the fact that three of the four bishoprics are headed by
bishops who were born in the motherland (Jevtic 2010, 248).

In order to preserve the roots of the Slavic language, it is necessary to re-
turn the divided “Slavic tribes” to the track of the 20th century and continue with
the cooperation of Slavic centers on the formation of a comprehensive Slavic
library, which was a key determinant of the two International Congress of Slav-
ists in Prague in 1929. and Warsaw in 1934 (Golubovic 2017, 93). The formation
of such linguistic funds and media houses around the world's centers could influ-
ence the development of Slavic studies, which could reflect on the change in the
dominant influence of the Anglo-Saxon, Germanic and Frankish languages,
which were once nurtured by the so-called “Falcon societies”.

Accordingly, the overall strategy in the development of the cultural heri-
tage of the diaspora needs to be built on the following foundations: (1) coopera-
tion of the diaspora with the local authorities of the state of its new domicile; (2)
cooperation of the diaspora with the home country and (3) cooperation of the
diaspora with international organizations.

Conclusion

The foundations of the existence of the diaspora of the Republic of Serbia
are seriously shaken and very difficult to resist the challenges of the time to
come, which is why it is necessary to carry out special strategic plans with only
one goal - to define the primary national interest.

The set goal should be common both for the Republic of Serbia and its di-
aspora. In order to achieve it, it is necessary to develop feasibility studies in
terms of statistical, financial, security and cultural projects with defined dead-
lines for their implementation in a period that should not be longer than five
years.

In terms of statistics, it is necessary to conduct a census of the Republic of
Serbia within which to define special criteria related to family members who left
their home country in different migration waves (specify the number of adult and
minor members, country they moved to, motive, time of emigration and time
spent). period abroad). Compare the collected data with the records of the Minis-
try of the Interior “Registered and deregistered persons from the address of resi-
dence”, as well as those persons who “reported temporary stay abroad and return
abroad”. Based on the updated records of the Ministry of the Interior, it is neces-
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sary to make a comparative analysis through the Ministry of the Interior, which
will perform an update within its competence, also in accordance with the Law
on Residence and Stay. For the purpose of more efficient and effective data
processing in the Ministry of the Interior, distribute the competence to the de-
partments, that is, administration for analytics, within a reasonable period of
time, which should not be longer than a few months. On the other hand, the
MFA should compare the number of entries and exits of domestic citizens
through consular offices in accordance with the criteria in the census lists, during
which the actual number of diaspora representatives would finally be determined
through the process of mapping diaspora members in their area of competence.
The next step in the work of the MFA would be to monitor the statistical indica-
tors on the change of generations that came to the diaspora and to activate addi-
tional projects in accordance with the cultural heritage.

Projects for financial improvement of cooperation between the diaspora
and the Republic of Serbia need to be redirected from credit lines and high inter-
est rates, arising from FDI, to stimulate DID input along with the management of
entire teams from the diaspora, which can enable direct penetration of the Re-
public of Serbia. to a market where the diaspora already operates. In this way,
the transit economy can be transformed into a market economy.

The concept of security of the diaspora and the homeland should be built
on a series of studies that should include: (1) building educational systems of
security culture (in all social spheres of society); (2) construction of a system of
mandatory training in the field of so-called “Social self-defense” and “military
training” - like the system of the state of Israel; (3) the formation of voluntary
associations of a preventive nature within the diaspora, as a key partner with
legitimate public order bodies; (4) to intensify better quality training of diplo-
matic and consular representatives, and to determine their function only in ac-
cordance with the references that represent it in diplomacy as an irreplaceable
subject.

The cultural component of the development of the diaspora can be consid-
ered one of the most important factors, because at the same time it overlaps with
all the already mentioned spheres of functioning of the society in the diaspora.
The main link in preserving culture is not only presenting a new environment,
but reminding new generations in the diaspora of their origins. This appeal will
remain just a dead letter on paper if the home country does not take concrete
steps. Such steps for a start could be presented in the projects of “Serbia Air-
lines” under the auspices of like The Ministry of Transport, which would enable
at least once a year new generations from the diaspora to visit and get to know
the country of their fathers, grandfathers, great-grandfathers ... as well as those
sights that distinguish Serbia from everyone and constantly invites them to return
to their homeland. All ministries of the Republic of Serbia need to be involved in
these efforts.
