Summary: Prostitution is a negative social phenomenon that is present in
all stages of development of human civilization. As such, it appeared in various
intensities and forms, causing serious psychological, moral and legal conse-
quences. From the ancient period to the present day, prostitution has survived,
but the view of it has varied in different historical periods. Prostitution is inextri-
cably linked to young people and as a deviant behavior has justifiably provoked
negative reactions from society. The aim of this paper is to present the attitude
towards prostitution in different state and social systems, from ancient Greece
and Rome to modern times, through different historical epochs. Having in mind
the negative impact and deviance of prostitution, as well as its negative impact
on young people, a special chapter deals with the role of youth safety culture in
prostitution prevention, and especially the importance and stability of the family
in educating and raising healthy young people with normal moral attitudes and
principles.

Introductory consideration
The process of growing up young people is often accompanied by prob-
lems that they are unable to explain or recognize. Maturity and experience are
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gained with age, and every encounter of a young person with a problem, which
he does not even know how to name, is an insurmountable obstacle. Help is al-
ways welcome, but young people are also faced with the dilemma of who to turn
to and get adequate advice, support and help. Their perception and qualification
of phenomena that threaten them or threaten them in some way, in some situa-
tions, deviate from norms that are socially acceptable and generally accepted.

Deviant behavior in the form of prostitution has existed throughout the his-
tory of human society and is often called “the oldest craft” in trivial speech. It is
believed that the term prostitution “derives” its origin from one of the two Latin
words “prostitutio”, which in translation would mean fornication, or “prostitute”,
which can be translated as show, expose.

Defining prostitution is a complex task, given that it is a complex phe-
nomenon that needs to be perceived from different angles through sociological,
legal, philosophical, psychological and cultural aspects. It is impossible to give a
one-dimensional notion of prostitution because there is a whole spectrum of fac-
tors that influence its emergence and representation in society. “It is necessary to
ensure the homogeneous operation of several elements that need to derive a sin-
gle operational definition, acceptable to lawyers, sociologists, psychologists, and
theorists. Namely, although we define prostitution as legally unsustainable, we
cannot but refer to its disastrous sociological character which by inertia entails
many social side effects, such as: lack of education, difficult financial situation,
inadequate parental relations, etc.” (Bjelajac, 2014, 120)

Prostitution is undoubtedly a form of deviant behavior that has changed its
forms and ways of expression throughout history, depending on accepted social
norms and morals. Social acceptability and benevolence towards prostitution
from the ancient period, especially in ancient Greece, today has no counterpart in
any country, not even in those countries, such as e.g. The Netherlands, where
prostitution is viewed more tolerantly. There is no single definition of prostitu-
tion among authors and theorists, since everyone emphasizes as important the
model of deviant behavior from which the milieu originates: for lawyers it is
primarily illegal action, sociologists emphasize social depravity which comes
down to sex life being reduced to a slave-money relationship, while psycholo-
gists and psychiatrists start from the psychological balance and factors related to
the mental state of the prostitute. At the same time, it is impossible not to refer to
the economic aspect of sexual activity, because “prostitution is a type of com-
mercial activity. As such, it is subject to the operation of economic laws.

It can be summed up as “sex trafficking”, and as a permanent or temporary
character. Sexuality transforms the body and has a useful and commercial value
“(PamynoBuh 1986) It is interesting that the so-called vice industry, which in-
cludes the production and distribution of alcohol and tobacco, legal gambling
and betting, as well as prostitution, ie. drug production and trafficking, in periods
of crisis and recession “shows resilience to recession, ie its decline in the econ-
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omy decreases and increases in the crisis.” (see Lovrincevi¢, Mikuli¢ and Or-
lovi¢ 2015, 175)

Norms of behavior, legal and moral, are defined by the degree of civiliza-
tional development of a society, and any violation and disrespect of them en-
tailed a sanction. Thus, prostitution, as a sociopathological phenomenon and
deviant behavior, is reflected in the violation of moral social norms that protect
morality and generally accepted social norms. Prostitution is perhaps the oldest
form of social pathology and as such exists in all periods of development of civi-
lization and human society. In theory, there are a large number of definitions of
prostitution, which try to explain this social phenomenon, starting from different
criteria. In his book, Boskovic states that “according to the French criminologi-
cal literature from the 1940s, prostitution is the performance of illicit sexual rela-
tions by females on a commercial basis, ie. by selling his body in accidental or
incidental encounters with a person with whom he has sexual relations, with a
characteristic feeling of indifference.” (bomkosuh 2002, 278 compare JP Cog-
niard 1939) According to Professor Lazarevi¢, prostitution is:“ renting, for
money or some other the benefit of one's body to other persons to satisfy one's
sexual urge.” (Jlazapesuh 1995, 475) Each more relevant definition of prostitu-
tion contains three elements that make up prostitution. The first is the close con-
nection and correlation of money and sexual intercourse. The second element
refers to sexual promiscuity, which involves sexual intercourse with a large
number of unknown partners. The third element of prostitution is emotional in-
difference to both the partner and the individual's sense of sexual satisfaction.
Therefore, according to modern understandings, prostitution can be defined as:
“sexual intercourse that involves payment (usually in money), extreme promis-
cuity and emotional indifference to the sexual act and partner.” (bjenajam 2017,
298) All these elements of the concept of prostitution are represented in every
type of prostitution, ie. regardless of whether it is unorganized (street) prostitu-
tion, organized (brothel) or elite prostitution, which manifests itself as a business
escort of girls on call.

Younger women are mostly involved in prostitution, although male prosti-
tution is not negligible. Regardless of gender representation, those engaged in
prostitution should be viewed as victims, because in a large number of cases they
are reluctant to do so and have great psychological consequences and trauma for
life. If we project Mendelssohn's classification of victims into the institute of
prostitution, from a victimological point of view, victims of prostitution can be
divided into: innocent victims (women who forcibly, under threat or force,
against their will, become victims of prostitution), provocative victims because
are deceived or blackmailed) and accomplices (women who voluntarily engage
in prostitution). Unfortunately, positive legal regulations do not make a differ-
ence in the degree of responsibility, regardless of the form of victim, and the
sanctions are the same for everyone.
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Prostitution through history - from ancient Rome to modern times

The institution of marriage is inextricably linked to the notion of concubi-
nage, and we can say with certainty that the roots of prostitution date back to the
time when the communities of men and women lived together for the first time.
It is almost impossible to precisely determine the exact moment of the emer-
gence of prostitution as a social phenomenon, but it is certainly a very old prac-
tice of providing sexual services with some benefit.

The Bible, as the basis of Christianity and Western culture and literature,
states that King Solomon had a thousand wives, seven hundred wives and three
hundred mistresses. However, information about concubines can be found in
written history long before the Bible was written. “The first concubine name I
find in the written history was probably Hagar, an Egyptian slave who may be a
black woman. Hagar was the servant of Patriarch Sarah, the wife of Patriarch
Abraham (2000-1720 BC).” (A6ot 2006, 13) Friedrich Engels classifies mar-
riages and lists three main forms that correspond to the periods of the human
period: he binds group marriage to the period of savagery, so that the emergence
of barbarism establishes a syndiastic marriage (marriage of couples), prostitu-
tion. “The progress that is occurring in this order is related to the specificity that
women are increasingly deprived of sexual freedom, while it is not taken away
from men. And indeed, for men, group marriage still exists today. What is a
crime for a woman and which entails severe legal and social consequences, is
considered for a man as an honor or, in the worst case, as a small moral stain that
can be worn with pleasure.” According to him, prostitution is a “necessary corre-
late” of slave and wage labor. Slaves were forced into prostitution, while free
women engaged in prostitution professionally. (Engels 1973, 67)

The institution of marriage is inextricably linked to the notion of concubi-
nage, and we can say with certainty that the roots of prostitution date back to the
time when the communities of men and women lived together for the first time.
It is almost impossible to precisely determine the exact moment of the emer-
gence of prostitution as a social phenomenon, but it is certainly a very old prac-
tice of providing sexual services with some benefit.

Prostitution in the periods of the emergence of civilization was not tied ex-
clusively to the poorest social strata. From the 15th century BC, the appearance
of the so-called “temple prostitution” was noticed, which was practiced during
religious ceremonies in religious buildings, as a form of communication with
supernatural forces. The purpose of such rituals was to sacrifice to the deities in
the form of the innocence of young girls. The rites were performed with objects
that had a symbolic shape and purpose, and in the later period, the sexual act was
performed by priests in the role of God's emissaries.
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Prostitution in ancient Greece

Ancient Greece left many legacies behind. Athenian democracy and the
golden age of this period applied only to men. Athenian women mostly spent
their lives at home, excluded from social events. Their “center of the world” was
the family and the care of the offspring. Their education was scarce or non-
existent, and from the age of fourteen, the daughters' parents mostly married
much older men who, through success and participation in the war, gained the
right to marry and start a family. However, even after marriage, the position of
women did not get any better.

Prostitution, both female and male, was tolerated in ancient Greece and
was allowed by law. Moreover, men engaged in prostitution did not suffer any
social condemnation and lived a normal social life, with the exception that they
could not engage in the most important state affairs and perform public func-
tions. Solon (640-558 BC), an Athenian statesman, legislator and one of the
seven sages of Greece, legalized prostitution as an activity and allowed the open-
ing of brothels where men could seek sexual services. “The first brothel was
founded in 594 BC. and those institutions were obliged to pay taxes and charge
for services according to the established price list.” (Bjelajac 2014, 123) The
lowest category of prostitutes in ancient Greece was called porn (Greek ndpvan).
They got their name from the Greek word pernemi (Greek mépvmu), which
means “to be sold”. They were owned by pimps to whom they gave the bulk of
their earnings. “The group belongs to the most common women and women of
barbarian origin who were employed by brothels.

In Greece, they were very profitable owners, and they often taught them-
selves to young women to teach the young profession better, so that we could
raise ourselves from the top and become a courtesan of a higher branch.” (Zovi¢
2016, 73) Free prostitutes These included mostly single women or women who
did not have ancient origins. Over time, these prostitutes also included Athenian
women who had to engage in prostitution due to poverty in order to ensure a
bare existence. Higher categories of prostitutes had certain artistic skills, they
mostly knew how to play an instrument or dance. Their clients were mostly
wealthier men, and they entertained them at feasts and celebrations to which
other women were forbidden access. The role of these entertainers was twofold:
with their artistic skills and knowledge of feast songs, they influenced the culture
of the ancient Greeks, but they also provided sexual services to high-class men
and were therefore better paid than ordinary prostitutes in brothels and on the
streets. (Blundell, 1995, 148) Most in the hierarchy of prostitutes were hetero-
sexuals (Greek €taipai, hetairai - friend), elite prostitutes who were character-
ized by higher education and the ability to have conversations with the greatest
intellectuals of the time. Elegance, knowledge, and sophistication set the hetero-
sexuals apart from other Greek women. Completely emancipated, they lived a
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comfortable life, considering that they earned for themselves and did not depend
on anyone. They controlled their own property and wealth, which was com-
pletely related to their beauty, fame and talent of seduction. In relation to other
prostitutes, heterosexuals did not experience the condemnation of society. We
can see what the position of the heterosexuals was and how they were viewed
from Demosthenes' speech against Neera, where he says: (Demosthenes, n.d.
122) “Compared to ordinary, virtuous women, heterosexuals enjoyed greater
rights and freedoms. They could move freely, visit theaters and other places to
which ordinary women were forbidden access. The most famous heterosexual in
the literature is Aspasia, Pericles' concubine who could never become his lawful
wife precisely because of the laws he passed. The last in the classification of
prostitutes in ancient Greece were concubines, which were most often denoted
by the term Pallakai. The concubines were mistresses who lived permanently
with their master, most often slaves captured in the war, brought to serve as mis-
tresses in the period of peace.

Prostitution in ancient Rome

As in ancient Greece, prostitution was not taboo in ancient Rome.' More-
over, it was a part of the everyday life of the Romans and was regulated in detail
by legal regulations, and thus incorporated into the legal system. There were a
large number of names used to denote prostitutes, but somehow the name mere-
trices (plural of meretrix) became the most established, which meant prostitutes
who engaged in prostitution in the form of a registered activity. The Kuril aedi-
les kept official records of every registered prostitute in Rome, that is, “a woman
who wanted to make money with her body” (lat. Mulier que polam corpore ques-
tum facit). Some authors overemphasize the economic effect of prostitution, not
only in the Roman period, but also in modern times, but not from the point of
view of prostitutes but of those who benefit more from selling their bodies. In
the period of Rome, it was a state, while today it is pimps and pimps. (see
Flemming 1999, 38-42; Lovrincevi¢, Mikuli¢ and Orlovi¢ 2015, 185-186)

The attitude of the Romans towards prostitutes and prostitution is best
seen through the laws that regulated marital relations, because marriage with
prostitutes was considered illegal (Burdick, William Livesey. 2004, 217). en-
gaged in prostitution were considered immoral and experienced contempt and
condemnation from the community. “August was the first to start regulating this
sphere of social life in a normative way. He and his successors began to shape
the existing practice of treating prostitution into legislation and introduced some
novelties. The laws of Augustus forbade marriages of free Romans, especially

! Unlike ancient Greece where prostitutes enjoyed a high social reputation, were educated
and valued in the upper intellectual strata, in ancient Rome prostitutes were engaged from
lower social strata, without any reputation or education.
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from the senatorial order, with relatives or descendants of prostitutes, and adul-
tery became a public offense (Lex Iulia de adulteris), for which a sentence of
persecution was imposed. Until then, a woman's infidelity was punished by the
head of the family, usually after consulting with other members of the household
(iudicium domesticum).” (byjyknuh 2007, 464)

The control over prostitution in ancient Rome was in the hands of the Ku-
ril aediles, whose competence included the care of public order and the morals of
the citizens. The Forum was a gathering place for prostitutes, mostly near statues
of gods glorifying eros (Venus, Mars, Pan). Archaeological excavations show
that in a large number of streets leading to the Forum, there were brothels, in-
cluding Porticus Margaritiaria (lat.) A large building complex of several build-
ings at the foot of the Palatine (Palatium), the most famous of the seven Roman
hills. Together with the lictores, the Kuril aediles inspected the brothels and con-
trolled their work. Penalties for non-compliance, imposed by the aedile, could be
very harsh, both against prostitutes and brothel owners. The fines were mostly
fines, but also in the form of corporal punishment - flogging, if the brothel owner
failed to register and report all prostitutes. The code of appearance of prostitutes
was also standardized, so that they were not allowed to wear clothes like all
other Roman women, but wore toga - men's clothes. Their hair had to be dyed
yellow or red, they were not allowed to wear shoes and jewelry, as well as any
clothing item dyed purple. The Kuril deal protected them from unscrupulous
customers who did not want to pay for services, and once registered as a prosti-
tute, she was obliged to engage in prostitution for the rest of her life because
there was no possibility to delete her from the register, even when she later mar-
ried. and got her children. Actors, gladiators and prostitutes in ancient Rome
were symbols of shame (Hallett, Judith P. and Marilyn B. Skinner. 2020, 66) and
as such marked as infamous, ie. notorious faces. For Roman women, ie. women
whose ancestors were of high Roman descent, and who engaged in prostitution,
the sanctions were extremely severe and ranged from fines to exile (exilum).
Such a position (infamia) prevented them from inheriting property or being wit-
nesses in court proceedings. Women of Roman origin were not allowed to en-
gage in prostitution because the occupation was intended mainly for slaves or
women freed from slave status. However, there was also “elite prostitution” in
Rome, similar to that provided by heterosexuals in ancient Greece. These women
(feminae famose) were young, educated, of Roman descent, and their clients
were wealthy Romans in high government positions who richly rewarded their
mistresses.

Prostitution in the Middle Ages

During the Middle Ages, in parallel with the development of cities, prosti-
tution experienced its renaissance. The eternal dilemma of whether this type of
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deviant behavior should be incriminated and sanctioned or introduced into legal
channels and thus controlled, was extremely relevant in this period of develop-
ment of human society.

During the 15th century, a large number of cities passed legal regulations
that regulated the activities of prostitutes and brothels. Within the same state,
individual cities viewed and regulated prostitution in different ways, all depend-
ing on the attitude of the rulers or city administrations. “One of the peculiarities
of prostitution in feudal society is the one that refers to certain forms of the so-
called court prostitution, which was present to a greater or lesser extent in almost
all courts of European countries” (Bjelajac, 2014, 125). Under the influence of
the Renaissance and the development of the entire society, especially in the
countries of Western Europe, in the period of the 15th and 16th centuries, condi-
tions were created for the flourishing of prostitution. Thus, according to the es-
timates of some authors, in the 16th century, “about 50,000 prostitutes were reg-
istered in Vienna, 30,000 - 40,000 in Paris, as many as in London. (Fuchs, 1910,
404-405)

In the Middle Ages, prostitution was most often associated with taverns,
taverns and other places where people of dubious past and morals gathered, as a
result of the decline of the general culture and literacy of the majority of the
population. Those dark, smoky places were a hotbed of crime and immorality,
and prostitutes were mostly young women, forced to engage in this business in
order to provide an elementary existence. Until the advent of the Renaissance
and the Reformation, the government's attitude towards prostitution was particu-
larly mild, especially during the bubonic plague (1347-1351) better known as the
“Black Death”, which killed a third of the then European population. According
to some authors, prostitution in the Middle Ages was mainly done by poor
women: “Although some women (and most prostitutes in the Middle Ages were
women) may have prostituted of their choice, the vast majority were extremely
poor. Four out of five prostitutes in the city of Dijon were poor, the average
prostitute started working at the age of 17, although approximately one third
started before the age of 15, and half of the prostitutes in Dijon were forced into
prostitution. About 27 percent of them were victims of public rape. Only 15 per-
cent of women seemed to choose a profession for themselves” (Ditmore, 2006,
299). The attitude of the church towards prostitution during the Middle Ages was
surprisingly mild. The Catholic Church saw prostitution as a “necessary evil”
that protects virtuous women from sexual assault and rape.

Aspirations to control prostitution in the Middle Ages appeared several
times in the form of various measures: the French ruler Louis IX (April 25, 1214
- August 25, 1270) tried to expel prostitution from the territory of his empire, but
after only two years was forced to overturn that decision, following citizens'
complaints that prohibition laws regarding prostitution endangered the safety of
their daughters and wives. King Henry II of England (March 31, 1519 - July 10,
1559) also tried to reduce prostitution by rigorous measures, closing brothels
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during religious holidays, banning the sale of food and drink in brothels, and
sanctioning pregnant women and married women engaged in prostitution. There
have been many attempts to dislocate prostitution to certain streets or outside the
city walls, and London's Rose Street was so famous for its prostitution that the
slang term “pluck a rose” became a euphemism for a sexual prostitute. In 1265,
the English king, Edward I (18 June 1239 - 7 July 1307) ordered all prostitutes to
leave London or be imprisoned for 40 days, and the same order was ordered in a
later period: 1307, 1383 and 1483. year, from which we can conclude that this
approach did not give the expected results. At the beginning of the 16th century,
the writings of that time recorded the mass closure of brothels, and the causes
have not been discovered to this day. Some believe that the cause lies in the
mass spread of sexually transmitted diseases, while others believe that the main
cause is economic in nature, ie the unprofitability of brothels. What is certain is
that the Protestant Reformation was certainly one of the main causes of this phe-
nomenon, propagating chastity before marriage.

Prostitution in modern times

At the end of the 19th century, the term “born prostitute” was coined in
criminological theory, based on the theory of the born criminal Cesare Lombroz,
which was based on the connection between the physical appearance and the
character of the criminal. Today, it has been completely rejected, but in some
countries, especially fascist ones, it was widely accepted during the 19th century.

During the twentieth century, in theory, but also in practice, three domi-
nant regimes of access to prostitution as a deviant social behavior emerged:

“Prohibitionism, which treats prostitution as a crime. a prostitute, pimp,
and client may be prosecuted (some U.S. states); Regulatoryism views prostitu-
tion as a “necessary evil” that can be controlled, as a public service, subject to
rules (Germany, the Netherlands); Abolitionism, which refers to the legalization
of prostitution. This regime prohibits and punishes pimping and recruitment.
(France, etc.).” (Bjelajac, Zeljko Dj. 2011, 55-56) To these modes of access can
be added another that is not mentioned in theory, but is perhaps the most com-
mon in practice. It is an indifferent and conciliatory attitude of the state and soci-
ety towards this phenomenon and its prevention, which only contributes to the
expansion of prostitution and crime.

Today, prostitution is a part of the international sex industry, which in-
cludes: production and distribution of pornographic books, magazines and video
materials, work of strip clubs, bars and contracting “business escorts” of young
attractive women. The beginning of the twenty-first century will be remembered
in the history of civilization for its accelerated technological progress, which we
are witnessing even today. The Internet has become commonplace, and its fea-
ture of uncontrolled and unlimited virtual space is an ideal ground for the expan-
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sion of prostitution. At the time of writing (March 2021), the ten most visited
websites contain two that offer pornographic content. (Top Websites Ranking,
2021). Due to its decentralized nature and the practical impossibility of regulat-
ing most of the Internet, contents and possibilities that are beyond the law and
social morality have been found and become available on it. Pornography is gen-
erally the most searched term on the Internet, and pornographic sites contain
extremely large amounts of material. And while the mainstream part of the
Internet is to some extent regulated, the rest is not, and in that virtual and virtu-
ally unlimited space sexual predators, including pedophiles, can satisfy their
preferences in ways that are impossible in a purely physical world (bjenajam n
Ounmunosuh 2021).

The change of opinion and attitude towards prostitution is worrying, espe-
cially in the circles of minors. Prostitution used to be a taboo, and today one gets
the impression that, as never before, we are working on its promotion and affir-
mation. There is no social stigmatization and the morale of modern society is
obviously in a great crisis. According to some statistics, only 10% of young mi-
nors have a negative attitude towards pornography, while as many as 90% of
them support, accept or have a neutral attitude. (Pornography Statistics, 2021)
The role of the Internet in the expansion of prostitution is incalculable. Commu-
nication between clients and prostitutes is anonymous and less subject to control
by state bodies and institutions. Paying for sexual services to prostitutes is also
easily done online and the benefits provided by the internet such as discretion
and anonymity make the internet an effective tool in affirming prostitution.

Therefore, the importance of the family and its stability is of immense pre-
ventive importance in the upbringing and building of healthy young people with
normal moral principles and attitudes. Unfortunately, the family is in crisis and
opinions that propagate individuality and self-sufficiency are increasingly domi-
nant, while the family is seen as a “necessary evil”, an archaic social phenome-
non that prevents the possibility of individual expression in the modern globalist
world.

The concept and role of youth safety culture in
the prevention of prostitution

According to Ljubomir Staji¢, the concept of security culture is defined as
“a set of adopted attitudes, knowledge, skills and rules in the field of security,
expressed as behavior and process, on the need, ways and means of protecting
personal, social and international values from all sources, forms and carriers
threats (regardless of the place or time of their manifestation.” (Crajuh,
MujankoBuh u Cranapesuh 2005, 59) Bjelajac views security culture as “a cul-
ture in which individuals know their rights and obligations, as a form of eti-
quette, where people should be taught ways to avoid unnecessary misunderstand-
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ings and potentially dangerous conflicts. A good security culture, above all,
should contribute to all people feeling more relaxed and confident in everyday
life and work.” (bjenajam, 2017, 443)

There is a consensus in the scientific community that the factors that put
women in a position to engage in prostitution can be divided into two categories:
endogenous (internal) and sociological (external). Entering the world of prostitu-
tion is often related to the adolescent period, when young, naive, emotionally
underdeveloped women, due to fraud, coercion or coercion, agree to sell their
bodies. A common feature of almost all prostitutes is that they come from dys-
functional families and have suffered some form of sexual, physical or psycho-
logical abuse during childhood or puberty. In this way, wanting to escape from
abuse, they enter a “vicious circle” of violence full of lies and hypocrisy, from
which it is almost impossible to get out, because the stigma they carry and social
condemnation remain for the rest of their lives.

Practice shows that in young people between the ages of 16 and 22, engag-
ing in prostitution is, in a large number of cases, closely related to delinquency.
(Reid, Joan A., and Alex R. Piquero. 2014, 259-260) If drug addiction and alco-
holism are added to this, as opiates that serve to escape from reality, the conse-
quences for such a young organism very often have a fatal outcome. Even in
situations when life is not endangered by their consumption, the risk of health
damage is multiplied, taking into account the prevalence of AIDS, hepatitis and
other infectious diseases. This is the reason why advocates of security culture
strive to raise collective awareness of the negative consequences of prostitution,
especially among young people, and insist on measures by which the state will
reduce the popularization of commercial prostitution and its indirect promotion
and affirmation in the media.

One of the biggest generators of voluntary consent to prostitution is cer-
tainly the financial moment and lucrativeness. In dealing with prostitution, a way
out of a bad material and social situation is sought, and therefore work on the
prevention of prostitution is of key importance in its suppression. Measures such
as educating children and youth about the dangers of prostitution and their inclu-
sion in age-appropriate educational content for children and young people, as
well as keeping up-to-date records in health, safety, statistical and social institu-
tions, can greatly help combat the negative effects of prostitution. , especially
from the point of view of prevention.

Concluding remarks

The expansion of feminism and the emphasis on women's rights, but also
effective methods of birth control, have greatly influenced the position of mis-
tresses and prostitutes. The attitude of the social community towards premarital
sex has become more and more favorable, while extramarital unions are increas-
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ingly the rule, not the exception. In such a milieu, the boundaries between a girl
and a mistress are increasingly difficult to see. Modern mistresses, compared to
those from the past, are less and less married, and more and more financially
independent of their lovers and clients.

Although there are conflicting views and opinions on the issue of prostitu-
tion, different theoretical interpretations and concepts, as well as misunderstand-
ings on the treatment of this deviant phenomenon and behavior, the fact is that it
is a phenomenon that shows a high degree of adaptation. epochs and numerous
social systems. The attitude towards prostitution has changed to a great extent in
recent decades, since earlier views mostly sought the cause of this phenomenon
in the psychophysical characteristics of prostitutes. Today, prostitution is viewed
from a different angle, and the causes of this sociopathological phenomenon are
found in social causes, not in the individual.

The prevalence and extent of prostitution of young women (but also men)
is difficult to determine today, given that it is a global, widespread phenomenon.
All projections are based on assessment because they are covert actions that are
often related to criminal activities.

The new generation of the Internet has created a new, vast space for social
interactions of all kinds. That space is getting bigger, more diverse every second
and corresponds to different human needs. And as the online space for the action
of sexual predators is practically unlimited, and with it the possibilities, the best
way to protect against their manipulative action and its consequences is to raise
personal level of security awareness, especially the level of security culture on
the Internet (bjenajan u @ununosuh 2021). Prevention of prostitution, in terms
of youth safety culture, must start from the family, because no matter how hard
society tries to impose preventive measures, parents are the first to, through
building love and trust with their child, notice the first warning signals and
timely response. turn your child away. Whether parents will succeed in that de-
pends on many factors, but support for young, undeveloped and emotionally
immature beings, understanding and support of loved ones is often the biggest
obstacle to entering the dark world of prostitution.
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
